For David speaketh concerning him, I foresaw the 
Lord always before my face, for he is on my right hand, that I 
should not be moved: 26 Therefore did my heart rejoice, and my 
tongue was glad; moreover also my flesh shall rest in hope: 27

known to me the ways of life; thou shalt make me full of joy with 
thy countenance. 29 Men and brethren, let me freely speak unto 
you of the patriarch David, that he is both dead and buried, and 
his sepulchre is with us unto this day. 30 Therefore being a 
prophet, and knowing that God had sworn with an oath to him, 
that of the fruit of his loins, according to the flesh, he would raise 
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up Christ to sit on his throne; 31 He seeing this before spake of 
the resurrection of Christ, that his soul was not left in hell, neither 
his flesh did see corruption. 32 This Jesus hath God raised up, 
whereof we all are witnesses.

what the immeasurable and unlimited and surpassing greatness 

of His [active, spiritual] power is in us who believe. These (His 

immeasurable, unlimited, surpassing greatness of power) are in 

accordance with the working of His mighty strength which He 

produced in Christ when He raised Him from the dead and seated 

Him at His own right hand in the heavenly places, far above all 

rule and authority and power and dominion [whether angelic or 

human], and [far above] every name that is named [above every 
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title that can be conferred], not only in this age and world but 

also in the one to come. And He put all things [in every realm] in 

subjection under Christ’s feet, and appointed Him as [supreme 

and authoritative] head over all things in the church, which is His 

body, the fullness of Him who fills and completes all things in all 

[believers].
